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Hello and greetings from Beijing! What a wonderful trip to China we've had! We are now on the tail end of a 15 day
trip to China that included Bible Distribution in rural Hebei and Henan provinces, time working on new ways to
clarify Western perceptions in partnership with other individuals and organizations, and working on investigating
ways we can have a more permanent presence here in China as an organization. As I sit in my hotel room trying to
recall all that has happened on this trip to China, I am first struck by
a couple of 'firsts' that we've done on this trip. For starters, this is the
most Bibles that we've ever distributed in one trip. We were able to
place 12,700 Bibles, impacting over 63,000 people for Christ! Also,
this is the first time that anyone from the U.S. has come with me on
one of my trips to observe our projects. Steve Kloosterman, a friend
of mine from our home church in South Denver has come with me to
observe what we are doing in China and to experience China for the
first time. We have had a great time traveling together, and I've
certainly not held anything back from Steve in terms of experiencing
China 'outside of the tour bus and hotel room.' In asking Steve about
his impressions of our Bible Distribution project, he stated, “I had no idea that Christians in China worshipped so
freely, and that there was so much Christian activity in China. It has been an eye opening experience, to say the
least!”

After two wonderful stops in Hebei province where we distributed 2700 Bibles, it was on to Luoyang in the West of
Henan province, and an area that becomes quite mountains and inaccessible. I had never traveled to this part of
China, so it was quite interesting for me to come to new locations. As we pulled up to the first of our Bible

Distribution locations in rural Henan province, we had to park the car
some distance away because the road was not suitable for
automotive traffic. The singing was audible from 100 yards away as
we approached the rural church by foot. We weren't the only was to
come to the church by foot. Reports that many who had come to
receive a Bible walked to the church up to 3 miles were common. As
we entered the church, their joy for Christ was clear, and it always
does my heart good as well to be with these rural Christians. In the
face of having nothing materially, they love the Lord so much, clearly
take care of each other and give off the impression all they need is
Christ. I'm reminded of Paul's writing to Timothy in I Tim. 6:6-8,

After
distributing the 300 Bibles at this location, the local pastor instructed
the youth of the church to come up and sing us a song of blessing as
we went to the next location. Being in these rural areas is becoming

my favorite part of my trips to China. The way that it touches my heart is profound, as tears flow from my face, as if
God Himself has reached into my heart and is saying, 'This is what I made you for.' Because we’ve stepped out by
faith and started this organization, these rural Christians are being so blessed. What a privilege in deed!

All in all, we went to two locations in Hebei and four in Henan. The same story played itself over and over.

Christians happy to receive a Bible, opportunities for me to talk with
people afterward and find out a bit about their stories: They've walked
or ridden bikes several miles, became Christians years before, but their
$100 a year salary didn't give them the luxury of a Bible of their own. I'm
so priviledged to do this work and to be involved in this small slice of
what God is doing in China.

In every location in which we visited, we continued to hear of the need
of continued theological training in these rural areas. I am going to ramp
up the recruitment of these training teams, as many leaders continue to
tell us that their needs for training at least equal, if not surpass their
needs for Bibles. Please be praying for us as we challenge Chinese

pastors in the states to come with us to meet this crucial need.

After Steve and I took the 4 days to visit the 6 Distribution sites, we
then visited the Amity Printing Press, located in Nanjing. Amity is the
press that prints the Bibles that we use for our rural distribution
events. We were warmly received by their staff, and given the usual
explanation of the printing facilities and the tour that I’ve been on
many times. What made this trip to Nanjing different is that our contact
there offered to take us to the new printing facility that they are
building and will begin using in early 2008. It will be a massive facility,
nearly 43,000 square meters, or over 460,000 square feet (10.5
acres!) and will have the capacity to print a million Bibles a month.

We’re now beginning to think through our next Bible Distribution event, which will be in either early November or
early December. May I ask you to partner together with us to meet the need for 20,000 Bibles in Henan and
Shaanxi provinces? You know our hearts for these rural Chinese, and it is such a great ‘bang for your buck.’ In
order to distribute 20,000 Bibles, we need $50,000 dollars by October 1st. Pray about this need and see what God
may want to do in and through you for these project. Thank you all for your interest in our work. I appreciate you all
so much!
