Hello and Greetings! What a pleasure it is for us to share with you some of what is happening in out lives and
through our ministry! Our first year of the new ministry has been a wild ride of ups and down, of victories and
setbacks, and of learning so much about the process of the foundation of a new non-profit ministry. We
definitely have had some things that we’d planned to do go better than expected, and some things have been
harder than we expected. As we sit here in March 2006, we are definitely past the hardest parts of the start-up
phase, and it feels like we have turned a huge corner in terms of now being able to accomplish what God has
put on our hearts to do. As Mike has often said to others about this first year, in light of 30 or more years of
ministry with the China Resource Center, it is a small investment of time. One of the guiding principles that has
gotten us through this first year is that in our four province area of China, without God working through the

As we think about the last year, and about
seeing these projects beginning to become reality in the
next few months, we can't help but think of all those who
are making this possible, both through their prayer and
financial support. It is so overwhelming to thing that you all
would be a part of this process in helping us see the vision
God has given us for China being fulfilled. Words cannot
describe what this is like for us! So let us just write: Thank
you all so much! Y our prayer and financial support of
what God is doing through the CRC ministers to us in
such a deep way. It is because of you that hundreds of
thousands of Chinese will be impacted with the Gospel
and will be able to share the reason for the hope that

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CRC Progress Report

On February 14th, we celebrated our one year
anniversary! This is a look at what we've
accomplished in our first year, and where we are

going in 2006

February 14 ", 2005: Filed Articles of
Incorporation with the State of Colorado and
began recruiting Board of Directors.
Mid-March: Mike and Family hop in the family
van and make a two-week fund raising/donor
relations trip throughout the Southeastern U.S.
to talk with donors about the new ministry.
March 26", 2005: Had our first Board of
Directors meeting and approved the CRC
Bylaws, Policy Manual, 2005 Budget, and set
up process of Financial Accountability and
Payroll System.

April 25 ", 2005: Mike makes first trip to China
for CRC, and meets with Pastor Liu of the
Handan Bible Training Center. God gives the
two men a great start to their relationship, and
Pastor Liu requests CRC send two theological
training teams to Handan in 2006 and do a
Bible Distribution event of 7700 Bibles.

May 5", 2005: The IRS receives our 501c3
application for approval as a tax-exempt
organization.

June 5", 2005: Mike meets in Los Angeles with
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two other ministry leaders to brainstorm on a new
cooperative project to create a standard for Western
ministries who are working in China. The Council for the
Enhancement of the China Ministry Culture (CECMC) is
created and the Statement Paper's first draft is completed.
Summer 2005: Mike spends most of the summer fund-
raising and recruiting pastors to join our Theological
Training Teams. From a list of 50 churches in Colorado,
Mike sends CRC info and an invitation letter to all 50
pastors. Out of that effort 5 or 6 pastors express an interest
in going to China in 2006.

August 27 ", 2005: Our second Board meeting is
highlighted by approval of the 2006 Budget and a call to
make a second trip to China to meet with other Chinese
Christian leaders.

October 10 ", 2005: Mike makes a second trip to China
where he visits four additional Bible Training Schools in our
four province area, sharing the CRC heart to serve their
growth and development and hearing from them what their
needs are. It was clear after this trip that all need Bibles in
their rural areas, but only some need Theological Training
Teams.

November 3rd, 2005: CRC starts publishing the China
Resource Journal, an analysis of current trends in China.
The response is overwhelmingly positive, and we continue
to see the need to accurate information about Christianity in
China.

November/December 2005: A number of donors step up
their involvement with CRC, helping Mike and Sherie
exceed their highest two-month end-of-the-year donor
income level ever.

January 2006: Momentum begins picking up for an
additional CECMC meeting in June 2006, this time bringing
more ministry leaders to ratify the Statement Paper of
Foreigners in China. Mike works hard at putting all the
pieces together to make the June meetings take place.
January 20 ", 2006: Mike starts an English Class for
Chinese Scholars at the University of Colorado's Medical
School in cooperation with a new Chinese church whose
leaders are at the Medical School. The Chinese ask Mike to
start the class as an outreach and as an extension of an
existing Chinese Dinner/Bible Study the church has every

Friday night.

January 27 ", 2006: CRC receives approval as a
501c3 organization, 267 days after the IRS
received the application.

February 10 ", 2006: CRC launches the new
website: www.ChinaResourceCenter.org.
February 14 ", 2006: CRC one-year anniversary!

Future Events

April 21 %, 2006: CRC, in cooperation with two
Denver-area ministries, will host an Executive
Briefing on China for area Missions Pastors and
Ministry Leaders as a way to help them best
engage in China ministry.

May 15-29, 2006: CRC's first Theological Training
Team and Bible Distribution Event will take place at
the Handan Bible Training Center, with 96 students
receiving the training and 7700 Bibles distributed in
rural areas around Handan city.

June 7-9, 2006: Athree-day meeting at Fuller
Seminary in Pasadena, CA to ratify the Statement
Paper and meet with CECMC.

Summer 2006: CRC's second Bible Distribution
Event.

Fall 2006: CRC's third Bible Distribution Event and
second Theological Training Team.

October 2006: CRC will host together with one
other ministry, an Executive Briefing on China for
San Antonio-area Missions Pastors and Ministry
Leaders as a way to help them best engage in
China ministry.

Prayer Requests

As we serve the growth and development of the Church
in China, please pray:

-For our Bible Distribution Events, that they would be more
effective in their witness and their walk with Christ stronger as
a result of their new Bible.

-That God would guide us as we attempt to discern with our
Chinese Christian friends where the greatest needs are for
Bibles as many rural areas are hard to navigate.

As we clarify Western Perceptions of Christianity
through extensive Research and Education, please pray:
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Mike with the English Class Students in their weekly class

-That God would help us truly understand the complex
situation of Christianity in China, and that He would help us
put that information in forms the Western Church can use and
understand.

-That God would give us favor with municipal officials in
Tianjin, where we are currently setting up a new satellite
office to better accomplish our mission. Pray that we would
have favor in their eyes, which would allow us much
opportunity to serve them and the Chinese Church.
